How often do a client’s powered mobility aid skills need review? 

Frequency of review                                   Clinical indicators
	
	

	As clinically indicated, more than annually
	Client has a rapidly deteriorating condition and/or has a history of difficulty in using a powered mobility aid. Client has experienced an incident or accident that was likely to have been due to driver error. Previous medical clearance form has indicated need for more frequent re-review.

	Annually 
	Client who is 70 years of age or older must have the medical clearance form completed annually (in line with licensing requirements for vehicles). Practical review as clinically indicated. Client with a deteriorating condition or history of minor difficulty using the powered mobility aid. A client who has a restricted conditions of use agreement.

	Every 2-3 years
	Client who is under 70 years of age and has a stable or slowly progressive condition that is unlikely to cause difficulty in using the powered mobility aid. Minor difficulties using the aid have been previously resolved.

	Every 4-5 years
	Client who is under 70 years of age, has a stable condition and has no history or reports of any difficulty in operating a powered mobility aid.
