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This frequently asked question outlines what major and minor home modification are for DCSI Disability and Domiciliary Care Services clients.

What is a major home modification?

A major home modification is one where there are structural changes or high costs involved. The following types of major modification have clinical criteria:

· “Specific eligibility criteria Major Bathroom Modifications”
· “Specific eligibility criteria Major Kitchen Modifications” 

· “Specific eligibility criteria Long Ramps” 

· “Specific eligibility criteria Major Access Modifications” 

· “Specific eligibility criteria Major Step Modifications”
 

All major home modifications are Category 2 (except ramps between 190 mm and 300 mm), and therefore require delegate sign off. They also need item specific approved prescriber status. If a building consultant is to be used to provide the modification then a joint visit with the prescriber and consultant will be required as part of prescription process and at final sign off of satisfactory completion.

What is a minor home modification?

A minor home modification is one where there are no structural changes required and usually low cost. Minor home modifications are Category 1 and do not require delegate sign off. Examples of minor home modifications:

· Grab rail 

· Bannister rail 

· Threshold ramp 

· Step platform 

· Shower platform 

· Magnetic door holder
