Clinical indicators for provision of a car hoist (person lift)
A person lift car hoist will only be provided with authorisation from the specified delegate(s) and when it can be demonstrated that one or more of the following tasks impact on any of the Key Approval Criteria for Equipment:
· Outdoor mobility

· Tasks of daily living

· Community access

AND when all of the following criteria are met:

· The client requires a wheelchair for all outdoor mobility.
· Private transport is the only transport option available. The client lives in a rural or remote area and/or where there is no accessible taxi service or public transport.
· The client and/or their carer(s) are at risk of injury during transfers in and out of the car or are unable to complete the transfer without provision of a car hoist.
· The car is deemed suitable by the supplier/installer for installation of a car (person) hoist.
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
