New user
· All new users require a medical clearance
Scheduled review
Users require a medical clearance at review if they present with any of the following;
· Change in medical conditions / physical capacity which may affect operation of a PMD (e.g. seizures, blackouts, dizziness, neurological deterioration, musculoskeletal changes)
· Change in medications which may affect operation of a PMD (for more information on medications, refer to www.mimsonline.com.au   
· Change in cognitive/ perceptual capacity (memory loss, risk taking / impulsive behaviours, spatial perceptual awareness, concentration) 
· Changes in sensory skills (vision, hearing)
· History of accident(s) / incident(s) since prescription/last review that the clinician feels warrants medical review
Replacement prescription
